
IRC Network Workstations - Node Identification

If a computer has a node number, it will be in the folder C:\irc, in a document named ircnode.dat which can be opened by right-clicking and choosing Edit (not Open).  Only computers that use the voting system (Agenda or Session) need node numbers.

ones in bold confirmed 2/25/13; shortcut to Agenda may be in C:\irc, not on desktop.  As of 2/25/13, computers at the following people's desks in the Clerk's Office do not have node numbers:

Millie, Rob, Chris, Jeanette, Jeanne, Jennifer, Jeannette, Jennifer (chamber laptop) and Rob (chamber laptop)
To add a node, create (if it's not there) a folder on the C drive called IRC.  Use notepad or the equivalent to create a file named ircnode.dat which contains the following:

25

s:\t3meh

where 25 is the new node number assigned.  Make sure the number is not already in use (start with 31 – numbers below 20 may have been assigned even if they're not on the list) and add the new number assigned to the list.  (As of 1/3/11, we know the following numbers are unassigned – 15, 16, 11, 18, 21, 22, 23 – and we don't know where or if the following are assigned – 3, 6, 7, 10, 14, 19, 20.

The House node numbers and Senate node numbers are independent of each other.

Note: to run Agenda Entry, computers must have the file MSCOMM32.ocx in the folder C:\Windows\System32; I've put a copy in the House folder G:\Calendar\Misc\irc along with the Agenda Entry shortcut and a copy of ircnode.dat to edit.
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
