	Representative WATSON� XE "WATSON:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I had not planned to speak today because that honor was to have been Representative Richards, House co-chair of the Joint Standing Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs.  Unfortunately, Representative Richard was not able to be here today.  I have the privilege of addressing you on this most important and inspiring occasion.  Today, we are honoring four Maine educators who have received the prestigious 1997 Milken Educator Award.  Recognition of these four educators gives all of us an opportunity to join together to celebrate their specific accomplishments as well as the many contributions made every day by public school educators throughout Maine and across the nation.  The Milken Family Foundation National Educator Awards Program provides public recognition and financial rewards to elementary and secondary school teachers, principals and other educational professionals who are furthering excellence in education, including recipients announced in the fall of 1997.  The program has recognized 1,170 outstanding educators over the years with unrestricted individual Milken Educator Awards of $25,000.  The criteria for selection of the educators includes exceptional education talent and promise, evidence of originality, dedication and capacity for leadership and self-direction, commitment to influencing policies that affect children, their families and their schools, outstanding ability to instill in students, character and self-confidence and commitment to professional development.  We all have educators in our districts whose commitment to our young people is worthy of public recognition.  While this is a most wonderful time to share in the celebration of these four very worthy educators, let's also use this opportunity to celebrate the teachers in all of our districts who serve our community and students so well.  I am proud of the Maine recipients as a member of the Committee on Education and Cultural Affairs and as a citizen of Maine, but most of all as someone who strongly believes in the value and integrity of public education.  I am proud of all of our teachers who work day in and day out to ensure their students are bright, lively, creative and fully engaged in the learning process.  I think we should honor all teachers who truly make a difference in children's lives.  Thank you Madam Speaker.

	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Monmouth, Representative Green.

	Representative GREEN� XE "GREEN:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I would like to tell you a little bit about Monmouth.  Monmouth is very typical.  It is almost an ordinary Maine town with an extraordinary school system.  That doesn't happen by accident.  We do have wonderful students, for the most part.  We do have wonderful and supportive families, for the most part, just like most towns.  What we have had in Monmouth schools, and I think what makes us so special, is consistent and enlightened leadership.  Roy Crawford was born and raised in Western Pennsylvania.  He moved to Maine in 1978 with his wife Carrie and small daughter Corey.  He found Maine, in fact, they both found Maine so agreeable that not long after they arrived, their son Connor was born in Calais.  Principal Crawford taught high school English.  He was also a football coach and a track coach.  He moved from Lincoln all the way down to York.  Pretty much, they have covered the entire state.  He was teaching English in York and then moved to Assistant Principal and Athletic Director.  As a result of a retirement of a very well liked, loved principal, Mr. Crawford applied for the job.  He stepped into a position that wasn't easy to step into, but he did it with grace and a plum.  It is typical of Ray Crawford that when I asked him for some details to speak to you today, he listed many accomplishments of the school and the students and kind of left himself out, but that is typical of Roy.

	I would like to tell you a little bit about Monmouth Academy.  We have consistently scored in the top 5 percent of the MEA scores since MEAs have been given.  We were one of the first schools to schedule 80 minute block glasses to accommodate more student centered learning.  Our freshman class spends nine days camping and rafting each year to study earth science, ecology and their own State of Maine.  We have established an aggressive policy of progressive discipline, which has reduced student behavior problems by 70 percent.  Monmouth Academy has 220 students and 19 teachers.  Sixty-five to 70 percent of our students continue their education beyond high school.  We offer 26 extra and co-curricular activities for students.  Our Speech Team has finished in the top five in the state for the past 20 years.  Our Academic Decathlon Team has finished in the top five in the state since 1986, with the introduction of the Academic Decathlon and our team won the state challenge in 1987 and 1989.  Our one act plays are consistently are among the best in regional and state competitions.  Our students hold state offices in the Future Business Leaders of America Organization.  Over the past two years our athletic teams have won seven league championships, five western Maine championships and two state championships.  Our girl's basketball team, today, increased their undefeated season to 20 games.  Virtually every teacher in the system volunteers to teach extra elective classes beyond his or her given teaching schedule and is also a coach or advisor for something.

	Speaking personally, Roy Crawford is just a great boss.  I am proud and pleased and to have him here today.

	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Biddeford, Representative Frechette.

	Representative FRECHETTE� XE "FRECHETTE:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House.  Today I would like to congratulate all the 1997 Milken Educator Awards.  I would like to speak about one in particular.  One is an educator from my home town, Mr. Donald Berthiaume.  I would just like to take a few minutes just to recognize the individual.  I met Mr. Berthiaume my freshman year in high school.  He was my freshman football coach.  Unfortunately, I never had the chance to have him as one of my teachers.  I can't think of anybody who is more deserving to receive this reward.  To be selected as one of 150 educators nationwide is something remarkable.  Unfortunately, there is too many teachers that go by and aren't recognized in their tenure as teachers.  Fortunately, Mr. Berthiaume, with his hard work and dedication was selected as one of these recipients and it just goes to show that the people behind the scenes, the educators, are recognized in a small amount.  A lot of times we forget who they are.  I think Mr. Berthiaume has put in a lot of time and dedication.  Speaking to students who have had him as a teacher, the ones that I know, at least, have had pleasure.  They have said that his classes were very enjoyable, although they were very hard.  It goes to show that a person's dedication to their livelihood, being an educator is very well serving and it serves a whole bunch of people.
