	Representative Mack of Standish moved that the House INSIST and ask for a COMMITTEE OF CONFERENCE.


	Representative Ahearne of Madawaska moved that the House RECEDE AND CONCUR.


	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Standish, Representative Mack.


	Representative MACK� XE "MACK:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Right Honorable Men and Women of the House.  This is an amendment that we took up last week.  I would urge you all to vote against the pending motion so we can Insist and ask for a committee of conference.  This amendment was the one that would remove the law that would require little signs, 64 square inches in size, on the top of all the gas pumps in the state.  The price of the gas is already on the big sign on the side of the road and is on the pump mechanism itself.  This is an old and archaic law that was originally put in place when cash and credit were different prices.  Now that cash and credit is the same price, we no longer need this law.  I would urge you to vote against the pending motion so that we can Insist and try to persuade our colleagues from the other body during a committee of conference.


	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Madawaska, Representative Ahearne.


	Representative AHEARNE� XE "AHEARNE:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I believe that this bill and the amendment that was removed from the other body, I believe that amendment is not archaic and that it is fairly current and I believe that the other body was correct in its removal of the amendment.  There was a process in which these six or eight items were put on this bill.  I believe that the removal of these signs is a policy issue and deserves its own public hearing, as I argued last week that it deserved its own public hearing.  I ask you to Recede and Concur.  Madam Speaker, I request a roll call.


	Representative Ahearne of Madawaska REQUESTED a roll call on the motion to RECEDE AND CONCUR.


	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Norridgewock, Representative Meres.


	Representative MERES� XE "MERES:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I ask you to support the motion to Recede and Concur.  My reason is very basic.  The original laws regarding the price signs on gas tanks was consumer generated.  It was there specifically to help consumers understand the difference in price.  Since there was no public hearing on this, consumers did not have an opportunity to direct the committee as to whether or not the consumers felt that this was something that is still necessary.  I think that according to process, public hearings are always something that we consider a priority when we make changes like this.  Therefore, I do not support any legislation that comes to you without that benefit.  Thank you.


	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Bremen, Representative Pieh.


	Representative PIEH� XE "PIEH:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House.  Since this item came up, I have been going around and talking to gas stations and consumers and I have noticed that this is not an unenforced law nor is it archaic.  There are signs on every single tank.  The different laws that we are repealing in this bill have been literally gathering legislative dust for up to and over 100 years.  This particular amendment has not had a public hearing.  I have had several consumers tell me that they like those signs.  I found that I like them too because it helps me make a choice not only which gas station to go to, but to find the right one.  Should this amendment move forward next year as a bill, I would be very happy to consider it once it had its public hearing and its normal process.  I encourage you to support the Recede and Concur.  Thank you.


	More than one-fifth of the members present expressed a desire for a roll call which was ordered.


	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Standish, Representative Mack.


	Representative MACK� XE "MACK:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Right Honorable Men and Women of the House.  To address a couple of issues.  The first issue is that this was done for consumer protection.  That is true.  It was done when cash and credit were different prices, but now that that is no longer so, this law is no longer necessary.  This law was last amended or touched in 1989.  One of the seven laws that is old and archaic that is being repealed on the original bill itself was last touched in 1989.  If my bill is not germane because it is not old enough, then one of the seven laws that is being repealed on the original bill would also not be germane.  It is just as germane as the law about shopping cart registration that we are repealing on the original bill.


	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Berwick, Representative Wright.


	Representative WRIGHT� XE "WRIGHT:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I urge you to support the Recede and Concur.  Since this first came up, I have spoken to members of the Maine Oil Dealers Association and there are still stations that use cash and credit.  This is something that is needed.  I urge you to support this once again.


	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Bremen, Representative Pieh.


	Representative PIEH� XE "PIEH:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I don't mean to belabor the issue, but the shopping carts does happen to be the particular bill or law that I was interested in repealing.  It is unenforced.  There is not a single shopping cart in this state that is registered, even though it is a law in this state that you register your shopping carts.  That is why it is archaic and unenforced.  It has nothing to do with the year it was made.  It has to do with the fact that it is not in use.  Thank you very much.

	WE, your Memorialists, the Members of the One Hundred and Eighteenth Legislature of the State of Maine, now assembled in the Second Regular Session, most respectfully present and petition the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission as follows:


	WHEREAS, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission regulates the construction, sale and acquisition of natural gas pipeline facilities; and


	WHEREAS, land throughout the State is currently being sought for rights-of-way for a natural gas pipeline; and


	WHEREAS, consideration must always be given to the impact that right-of-way clearings may have on trees and other vegetation; and


	WHEREAS, the exercise of eminent domain to acquire land for rights-of-way is often an arduous procedure and objectionable to a majority of citizens; now, therefore, be it


	RESOLVED:  That We, your Memorialists, recommend and urge the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission to continue its policy of using existing utility rights-of-way for siting natural gas utility routes whenever technologically feasible; and be it further


	RESOLVED:  That suitable copies of this resolution, duly authenticated by the Secretary of State, be transmitted to James J. Hoecker, chair of the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, and to each Member of the Maine Congressional Delegation.
