Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (COPD), also known as chronic bronchitis and emphysema, is the 4th leading cause of death in the United States and the only one of the top 5 causes for which prevalence and death rates are rising.  It is a progressive disease that affects over 59,000 residents of Maine and it generates an annual estimated cost of $37 billion.  Over 60% of those diagnosed with COPD are under the age of 65 and the incidence of the disease in women has surpassed that of men.  Many patients with COPD are not diagnosed until they have reached an advanced stage of the disease, which often includes a disabling degree of lung dysfunction.  Early diagnosis of COPD, including the use of spirometry, can reduce the financial burden of the illness within public programs such as Medicaid and MaineCare.  Studies have proven that COPD patients benefit from disease management programs and yet COPD has often been overlooked as a chronic disease suitable for inclusion into such programs.  We encourage the Maine Department of Health and Human Services, Dirigo Health's Maine Quality Forum and other stakeholders in Maine's health care community to include chronic obstructive pulmonary disease in their chronic disease management programs in an effort to reduce the financial and clinical burden of the illness to our public programs and to the citizens of Maine; (HLS 407)

the City of Machias as they celebrate the historic event of June 1775, when the Wabanaki tribes and the citizens of Machias won the first sea engagement of the Revolutionary War with the capture of the British armed schooner, the MARGARETTA.  The name Machias is a Passamaquoddy word meaning "place of bad falls," and so it is fitting that the first naval battle of the War of Independence took place here.  News of the April 1775 battles at Lexington and Concord had reached the community of Machias just as the citizens were anxiously awaiting long-needed supplies from Boston.  The supply ships arrived accompanied by the British MARGARETTA, whose commander, Lieutenant Moore, wanted lumber for the British in Boston.  As the patriots resisted, the MARGARETTA fled the harbor and was pursued by the UNITY and the schooner BENJAMIN FOSTER.  On June 12, 1775, near Round Island on Machias Bay, the MARGARETTA was taken and the commander was mortally wounded.  Not only was this the first naval battle of the Revolutionary War, this was the start of the merchant marine's war role.
