The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Eagle Lake, Representative Martin.


Representative MARTIN:  Thank you, Madam Speaker.  Madam Speaker, Members of the House.  I call your attention to Senate Paper 28 that has been submitted, which deals with the fiscal note.


In the past, there has always been some suggestions or problems with the way fiscal notes were handled, and whether or not they actually reflected exactly what the committee was doing or the members were doing.  What we have come up with, based on three recommendations, three suggestions that came from legislators, was to put forth this proposal before you for the Joint Rules.  Basically, it would require that once a committee has voted on a bill, the committee clerk would take the material that he or she has put together during the course of the hearing, and send that over to the Fiscal and Program Review Office.  Then they would be in the position to draft the fiscal note and then send it back to the committee for the committee to review.  If there is to be and a problem should develop, at that point, the committee could choose to bring in someone from the Fiscal Office to review that fiscal note and then, after all of that is done, it would then follow the bill to the floor so that you would have an opportunity, if there is a feeling that someone is trying to kill a bill or pass a bill by putting more money than what the cost is attached to it in the fiscal note, you would have an opportunity to refute that.  The sponsor, at the same time, must be notified of that.


This was unanimously adopted by the Joint Rules Committee yesterday, and I believe that it is a good approach to try to deal with the issue of fiscal notes.  We will also ask the Fiscal Office, they will go to each committee to explain the process and how this will work.  It also means that you will not receive fiscal notes prior to a hearing like you have in the past because we are trying to cut the amount of time that the Fiscal Office, because, remember, we only have one person in that office that deals with fiscal notes, so we are trying to save them time at the beginning but to get a more accurate fiscal note at the end.  I believe that this is a real progress in getting to that issue.


The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Saco, Representative Valentino.


Representative VALENTINO:  Thank you, Madam Speaker.  Madam Speaker, I would like to pose a question through the Chair.


The SPEAKER:  The Representative may pose her question.


Representative VALENTINO:  Thank you, Madam Speaker.  My question would be is that, if you have a bill that is pretty much based on fiscal note savings and now you won't have a fiscal note ahead of time, is it possible to request a note on a specific bill?


The SPEAKER: The Representative from Saco, Representative Valentino has posed a question through the Chair to anyone who may care to respond.  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Eagle Lake, Representative Martin.


Representative MARTIN:  Thank you, Madam Speaker.  That process would still be allowed.

Representative MARTIN:  Thank you, Madam Speaker.  Madam Speaker, in reference to Supplement No. 5, which was adopted very quickly, I just want to quickly explain.


Some of you who have been here many years remember the leave to withdraw.  It came to be abused because, all of the sudden, there would be 30 or 40 people at a public hearing show up, the sponsor would walk in and say "request leave to withdraw," and all of those people were left standing there having come for no purpose.  We are reinstituting the leave to withdraw here, but you have to request it, if you want that bill killed, by the 
committee, leave to withdraw, so that it does not have an Ought to Pass Report, that you have to make your request prior to the advertising of the bill.  If you know prior to the advertising, through this process you submit a bill that you don't want anything to do with it, you will simply send a letter or tell the chair that you want leave to withdraw.  On the other side of that coin, if you don't do that and the bill comes to the committee and a public hearing has been called, people are there, leave to withdraw will not be allowed in this rule and you will end up, as you have in the last session, an Ought Not to Pass Report.
