The 
Representative from Lewiston, Representative Rotundo, was 
absolutely right when she said Kathy has a calming nature about 
her, and it was so fun for me to have Kathy help me as I became 
a member of that committee and then to have us celebrate with 
her when she married the love of her life.  And when she would 
celebrate her kids and celebrate her family, you could see Kathy 
light up.  But I know for sure that part of her family includes every 
member of the Appropriations Committee that ever came through 
that room, and certainly some of her closest family would be the 
other staff in the Office of Fiscal and Program Review.  I know 
the Representative from Winthrop, Representative Flood, if he 
were here today, would join us with words of praise and thanks to 
Kathy.  And so on behalf of him and on behalf of all of us who 
have benefited from the love and care that Kathy offers so many, 
I would just say thank you, congratulations, and I look forward to 
keeping in touch with you over the years.  Thank you, Mr. 
Speaker.
