'FISCAL NOTE





	This bill requires all public schools and certain private schools to report certain bomb threat incidents to the Commissioner of Education.  It also requires the public and certain private schools to adopt new policies.  The additional costs of this state mandate are indeterminate but expected to be minor.  Pursuant to the Mandate Preamble, the two-thirds vote of all members elected to each House exempts the State from the constitutional requirement to fund 90% of the additional local costs.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment expands the group of people the Commissioner of Education must consult with in developing prototypical bomb threat guidelines, policies and protocols to include representatives of school personnel and school board members.  It requires school boards to adopt policies consistent with the 


prototypical policies and deletes the listing of the specific policy components.  The amendment also clarifies the bomb threat reporting requirements of private schools and more explicitly describes the information about a school's bomb threat policies that must be contained in the student handbook.  Finally, the amendment adds a mandate preamble and a fiscal note to the bill.
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
