	4.  To perform an evaluation of the availability of treatment and other services currently being provided; and





�	5.  To recommend changes to lessen the impact of substance abuse in this State; and be it further



	Sec. 2.  Report.  Resolved:  That the commission shall submit its report together with any necessary implementing legislation to the Second Regular Session of the 120th Legislature by January 15, 2002.  If the commission requires a limited extension of time to conclude its work, it may apply to the Legislative Council, which may grant the extension.'
