	The Department of Human Services shall offer public information about and prevention and treatment services for HIV. Services offered pursuant to this section must be available on a statewide basis, must serve rural and urban populations and must respond to the needs of the communities to which the services are offered.  In planning for HIV services, the department shall seek and take into consideration the advice of the Maine HIV Advisory Committee pursuant to section 19202.

SUMMARY





	This bill directs the Department of Human Services to offer public information about and prevention and treatment services for HIV and AIDS.  The services must be available on a statewide basis, must serve rural and urban populations and must respond to the needs of the communities to which services are offered.
