SUMMARY





	This amendment changes the membership of the Commission to Study the Benefits and Costs for Increasing Access to Family and Medical Leave for Maine Families as follows:  it adds a representative of municipal employers and a parent or educator; it reduces the number of Senators and members of the House of Representatives to one each, of different political parties; it changes the chamber of commerce representative to a member of the state chamber rather than the Kennebec Valley chamber and it changes the Commissioner of Human Services to the Commissioner of Labor.  It also changes the deadline for the report and legislation from March 1, 2002 to December 1, 2001.  Finally, it adds language regarding acceptance of outside funding, an appropriation section, an allocation section and a fiscal note to the resolve.
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
