	The amendment eliminates the portion of the bill that authorized transfers from the Maine Rainy Day Fund totalling $560,000 to provide working capital for 2 funds within the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife and the Department of Environmental Protection.  The bill as amended requires transfers from the Maine Rainy Day Fund of $329,097 in fiscal year 2001-02 and $758,630 in fiscal year 2002-03 to the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife to provide funding for the Invasive Aquatic Plant and Nuisance Species Fund and $246,572 and $1,095,342 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively, for the Department of Environmental Protection for the Lake and River Protection Fund.





	The amount of interest earnings that will be lost to the fund as a result of these transfers is expected to be approximately $34,500 and $111,200 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively.





	The amendment also requires that proposals to make future transfers from the Maine Rainy Day Fund to these funds beginning in fiscal year 2003-04 be requested as part of the current services budget.  The impact of these transfers on General Fund interest earnings can not be determined at this time.





	The Governor's proposed "current services" budget as amended includes changes that may affect this bill's impact on earnings to the Maine Rainy Day Fund.  This estimate of the fiscal impact may need to be adjusted based on final legislative actions on the "current services" budget.








SUMMARY





	This amendment provides an alternative funding mechanism for the sticker program by using money from the Maine Rainy Day Fund instead of sticker fees.
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
