	Amend the amendment in Part A by inserting after section 2 the following:





	'Sec. A-3.  39-A MRSA §212-A is enacted to read:





§212-A.  Compensation for loss of body part or vision





	An employee who suffers a loss of a body part or vision as described in section 212, subsection 2 or 3 is entitled to a lump sum payment equal to 80% of the employee's average weekly wage multiplied by the number of weeks of presumed incapacity under the applicable subsection.  This lump sum is payable in addition to benefits payable to the employee under any other section of this Act.'





	Further amend the amendment by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.





FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment increases the General Fund and Highway Fund cost of the bill by authorizing a lump sum payment to an injured employee who loses a body part or eyesight in a work-related accident in addition to any weekly benefits to which the employee is entitled under the provisions of the Workers' Compensation
