An Act to Amend the Laws of the Board of Barbering and


Cosmetology








Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:





	Sec. 1.  32 MRSA §14211-A, sub-§1, as amended by PL 1999, c. 687, Pt. E, §14, is further amended to read:





	1.  Membership.  The Board of Barbering and Cosmetology, as established by Title 5, section 12004-A, subsection 6, consists of 9 members appointed by the Governor.  Two members must be representatives of the public;  3  2 must be licensed and practicing cosmetologists; 2 one must be a licensed and practicing barbers barber; one must be a licensed instructor having that has at least 3 years of instructing experience and no current affiliation with any school currently licensed in the State; and one must be the owner of a school licensed barbering or cosmetology school by the board; one must be a licensed and practicing manicurist; and one must be a licensed and practicing aesthetician.





	Sec. 2.  32 MRSA §14212, sub-§11, as enacted by PL 1997, c. 771, §9, is amended to read:





	11.  Inspections.  The board or its agents or assistants shall inspect each establishment conduct random inspections of licensed establishments and booths as considered necessary for compliance with the applicable requirements of this subchapter chapter and the applicable rules of the board adopted pursuant to

this subchapter chapter.  Each establishment must be inspected at least once a year for compliance with the applicable laws and rules relating to the public health and safety and the conduct and operation of establishments.





	Sec. 3.  Transition; change in board composition.  Notwithstanding the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 32, section 14211-A, subsection 1, members of the Board of Barbering and Cosmetology on January 1, 2002 may remain members of that board until the completion of their terms.  As board positions become vacant, members must be appointed in accordance with the changes to the composition of the board required by Title 32, section 14211-A, subsection 1, as amended by this Act.
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
