	Amend the amendment in Part PP in section 1 in that part designated "§2001." in subsection 4 by striking out all of paragraph G (page 279, lines 33 to 36 in amendment) and inserting in its place the following:





'G.  Access to mail-order prescriptions is allowed, although incentives to reward the use of mail order, including differentials in copays or days' supply, may not be used; and'





	Further amend the amendment in Part PP by striking out all of sections 4 and 5.





	Further amend the amendment by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.








SUMMARY





	This amendment strikes language that requires that the joint purchasing effort of the Pharmaceutical Cost Management Council ensure that incentives may be implemented to reward the use of mail order and replaces it with language that allows access to

mail-order prescriptions but prohibits incentives to reward the use of mail order.  This amendment also strikes the deappropriation that was based on anticipated savings.
