SUMMARY





	This amendment amends Committee Amendment "A" and does the following.





	1.  The amendment requires that the rule-making provisions of the Maine Administrative Procedure Act apply to rulemaking by the Governor's Office of Health Policy and Finance.





	2.  The amendment directs that legislative oversight of Dirigo Health be governed by the joint rules and requires consideration of ensuring thorough and ongoing oversight, normal budgetary procedures and controls and consistency with the subject matter jurisdiction of the joint standing committees.
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
