Sec. 1.  Agent fees.  Resolved:  That the Commissioner of Inland Fisheries and 1 

Wildlife shall amend the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife's rules regarding 2 

the tagging of game to ensure that tagging agents receive an additional $1.00 from each 3 

registration fee they collect for tagging game, including bear, deer, moose and wild 4 

turkey.
