SUMMARY 3 

This bill updates references to the United States Internal Revenue Code of 1986 4 

contained in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 36 to refer to the United States Internal 5 

Revenue Code of 1986, as amended through December 31, 2014, for tax years beginning 6 

on or after January 1, 2014 and for any prior tax years as specifically provided by the 7 

United States Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  This bill primarily affects the 8 
State's income tax laws. 9 

This bill also decouples Maine individual and corporate income taxes from federal 10 

bonus depreciation deductions.  In addition, it provides a Maine capital investment credit 11 

for taxable years beginning in 2014 with respect to depreciable property placed in service 12 

in the State.  The credit is equal to 9% of the amount of the net increase in depreciation 13 

attributable to the depreciation deduction claimed by the taxpayer under the United States 14 

Internal Revenue Code of 1986, Section 168(k) with respect to property placed in service 15 
in the State during the taxable year. 16
