SUMMARY 15 

This bill amends the bear hunting and trapping laws as follows: 16 

1.  It shifts the open season for hunting bears with dogs back one week to reduce the 17 

overlap with the open season on hunting bears without dogs; 18 

2.  It prohibits a person from establishing a bait site on another person's land without 19 

first having the written permission of the landowner; 20 

3.  It provides that a person may not train dogs on bear within 7 days of the starting 21 

date of the open hunting season on bear.  Current law allows a person to train dogs on 22 
bear through the first day of open season on bear; and 23 

4.  It increases the bag limit on bear to 2 bears by allowing a person to kill one bear 24 

during the open hunting season on bear and another by trapping. 25
