9 COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “      ” to H.P. 374, L.D. 511, “An Act To Require 
10 Telephone Service Providers To Provide at No Cost to Customers Services Designed To 
11 Reduce the Number of So-called Robocalls and Automatically Dialed Telephone Calls”

12 Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:
13 'An Act Regarding Services Designed To Reduce the Number of So-called Robocalls 
14 and Automatically Dialed Telephone Calls'
15 Amend the bill in section 1 in §7105-A by striking out all of the first indented paragraph 
16 (page 1, lines 4 to 7 in L.D.) and inserting the following:
17 'Beginning January 1, 2022, a telephone utility that offers any service to subscribers in 
18 the State designed to reduce the number of calls received by a subscriber that are made 
19 using an automated telephone calling device or an artificial or prerecorded voice shall 
20 inform each subscriber as to the nature and cost of any such service offered and describe 
21 how the subscriber may elect to enroll in or take advantage of such service.  Such 
22 information must be provided to a subscriber at the time the subscriber initiates service 
23 with the telephone utility and must be available on the telephone utility's website.  A 
24 telephone utility shall offer any such service at a reasonably affordable cost to all 
25 subscribers in the State.'
26 Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section 
27 number to read consecutively.

28 SUMMARY
29 This amendment changes the title of the bill and clarifies that a telephone utility must 
30 inform each subscriber as to the nature and cost of any service offered that is designed to 
31 reduce the number of calls received by a subscriber that are made using an automated 
32 telephone calling device or an artificial or prerecorded voice and describe how the 
33 subscriber may elect to enroll in or take advantage of the service.  The amendment also 
34 provides that a telephone utility must offer any such service at a reasonably affordable cost 
35 to all subscribers in the State.
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
