23 
The State Librarian or, the Commissioner of Education or the University of Maine 24 

System may enter into contracts or order services on behalf of qualified schools and 25 

qualified libraries in connection with the fund and may take advantage of any discounts 26 

available pursuant to the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996. 27

5.  Guidelines for funding.  The commission shall allocate money from the fund 30 

using the following guidelines: 31 

A.  To ensure a basic level of connectivity for all of the qualified schools and 32 

qualified libraries in the State; 33 

B.  To ensure that all qualified schools, qualified libraries and the Raymond H. Fogler 34 

Library at the University of Maine are capable of using the advanced technology 35 

equipment obtained through the fund; 36 
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C.  To ensure that more technologically sophisticated equipment is available to 1 

students in grades 9 to 12 and in larger qualified libraries in the State; 2 

D.  To provide for necessary equipment to use the services obtained through the fund; 3 

E.  To provide for internal connections necessary to use the services obtained through 4 

the fund; 5 

F.  To provide training to teachers so that they may assist and educate their students 6 

in the use of the advanced technology equipment; 7 

G.  To provide for the establishment of computer technology training programs in 8 

schools to provide training to students in areas such as, but not limited to, electronic 9 

commerce, Internet proficiency and World Wide Web-enabled systems; and 10 

H.  To provide for electronic database content to be used for the purposes of 11 

accessing information by schools and libraries. 12 

A minimum of 25% of each annual program budget must be devoted to targeted projects 13 

that are innovative and technologically advanced. 14 

SUMMARY 15 

This bill makes changes to provisions governing the telecommunications education 16 

access fund to maximize the participation of federal funds, update outdated language and 17 

improve the State's ability to bring high-speed broadband service to schools and libraries. 18
