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Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

Sec. 1. 12 MRSA 811226-A, as enacted by PL 2009, c. 390, 82, is repealed.

This bill repeals the requirement that an alien big game or wild turkey hunter who is a

resident of the Canadian province of New Brunswick or Quebec be accompanied by a
guide licensed by the State.
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
