the size and type of facilities, the character of water to be treated and any other physical 8 

conditions affecting such system or part thereof and specify the qualifications the 9 

operator of the system or of a part of a system must have to supervise successfully the 10 

operation of the system or parts thereof so as to protect the public health or prevent 11 

nuisance conditions. 12

The board may accept results of examinations approved by the board administered by 20 

a 3rd party, whose fees are not governed by section 2629.

The Board of Licensure of Water System Operators, in accordance with any other 34 

appropriate state laws, shall make such rules as are reasonably necessary to carry out the 35 

intent of this subchapter. The rules must include, but are not limited to, provisions 36 

establishing requirements for licensure and procedures for examination of candidates and 37 

such other provisions as are necessary for the administration of this subchapter.  Rules 38

The examination fees, licensure fees, biennial renewal fees and reinstatement fees 6 

must be established by the Board of Licensure of Water System Operators by rule.  The 7 

examination and licensure fees may not exceed $70, and the biennial renewal fee and the 8 

reinstatement fee may not exceed $60.  The Board of Licensure of Water System 9 

Operators shall establish by rule fees authorized pursuant to this subchapter.  These fees 10 

may include examination, licensure, biennial renewal and reinstatement fees in amounts 11 

that are reasonable and necessary for their respective purposes, except that the fee for any 12 

one purpose may not exceed $95.  Revenues derived from applicants failing the 13 
examination must be retained. 14 

SUMMARY 15 

This bill adds distribution facilities to the list of public water systems that the Board 16 

of Licensure of Water System Operators shall classify.  The bill authorizes the board to 17 

license persons to serve as operators of only public water systems in the State and allows 18 

the board to design or approve examinations.  The bill requires a person who fails to 19 

renew that person's license within 2 years following the expiration of the license to take 20 

an examination as a condition of licensure.  The bill increases the fee limit for the various 21 

water system operator fees from $60 to $95.  The bill also has a separate fee for the 22 
examination and licensure of public water system operators. 23
