§4, are repealed. 3 

SUMMARY 4 

Current law prohibits a portion of a premise to be licensed as an off-premise retail 5 

licensee and the remaining portion of the same premise to be licensed as a Class A 6 

restaurant unless there is not public access between the 2 premises and the licensee 7 

maintains separate records, supplies and inventory for each licensed premise.  This bill 8 
removes those restrictions. 9
