JOINT RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING THE NATIONAL

MARINE FISHERIES SERVICE TO NOT ADOPT RULES THAT

UNNECESSARILY RESTRICT COMMERCIAL FISHING

	WE, your Memorialists, the Members of the One Hundred and Eighteenth Legislature of the State of Maine, now assembled in the First Special Session, most respectfully present and petition the National Marine Fisheries Service as follows:

	WHEREAS, the National Marine Fisheries Service has proposed rules for commercial fishing that impose restrictions throughout the Gulf of Maine, including waters of the State, by requiring rerigging and other modifications to gear as well as requiring gear to be inspected every 30 days; and

	WHEREAS, the proposed rules are seen by many in the commercial fishing industry as unreasonable, potentially devastating and unacceptable; and

	WHEREAS, the proposed rules are designed to prevent large whales from becoming entangled in lobster gear and gill nets; and

	WHEREAS, many people, including Maine's Commissioner of Marine Resources, feel that the proposed rules will impose a devastating cost to the fishing industry and will do little to protect large whales; and

	WHEREAS, the State of Maine and representatives from northeastern states and the fishing industry have acknowledged that significant actions are required to extend protection to endangered right whales and other large whales but differ with the rules proposed by the National Marine Fisheries Service; now, therefore, be it

	RESOLVED:  That We, your Memorialists, request that the National Marine Fisheries Service amend its proposed fishing rules and develop rules that provide protection for large whales but do not impose unnecessary restrictions on the fishing industry; and be it further

	RESOLVED:  That suitable copies of this resolution, duly authenticated by the Secretary of State, be transmitted to the National Marine Fisheries Service and to each member of the Maine Congressional Delegation.

I am looking for a unanimous show of support from this body in reference to this issue regarding whale entanglement and lobster gear.  This is a critical issue. 	Representative TRIPP� XE "TRIPP:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House.  This is a sales tax exemption bill.  Just to refresh your memory, the state allows sales tax exemptions for up to $770 million already.  This would add to that.  It is an 11 to 2 report.  What this bill asks is that a sales tax exemption be allowed on the transfer of a motor vehicle from a S corporation to a majority stockholder.  The committee discussed this at length and just felt that this was not good tax policy and it would be very difficult to maintain.  Thank you.

	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Norway, Representative Winsor.

	Representative WINSOR� XE "WINSOR:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Colleagues of the House.  I just would like to take a few moments of time to explain what this bill is.  I am the sponsor of the bill.  I call it a small guy bill.  I submitted this, really, to prevent a small sole proprietor from having to pay the sales tax on his vehicle more than one time.  The first time, when he purchased the vehicle, originally, and the second time once he transfers the vehicle from his corporation into his name.  Note the bill, it talks about subchapter S corporations.  In this particular bill, it involves only the majority stockholders that are subchapter S corporations.  Subchapter S corporations are a rather unique type of organization.  In general terms they limit the number of stockholders and the income from the subchapter corporations is not passed at the corporate level.  It is passed on the income level or on the tax return of the stockholders.  Basically, the money just passes from the corporation to the individual stockholder.  The Department of Taxation tells me that the majority of these subchapter S corporations in Maine are indeed individual proprietorships, your mom and pop type businesses.

	Current tax law allows the stockholder of an S corporation to transfer a motor vehicle to the corporation without paying a sales tax.  If you reject the current motion and accept the Minority Report, the transfer would go the other way as well.  Just remember that the sales tax has already been paid by the purchaser of the vehicle or the corporation.  If this bill is passed, it would simply prevent the owner from having to pay the sales tax twice when he transferred the vehicle back into its corporate name.  The reason I really got up to speak to this is that when I asked the department about the fiscal note involved I asked one question.  I said, how many of these transfers do you think are purposeful?  The person would have transferred the automobile into their own names and their corporate names if they knew they had to pay the sales tax.  The department said that they don’t think that any of these transfers are purposeful.  In fact, what happens is somebody makes a mistake and transfers the vehicle from the corporation into their own name and again, get assessed a sales tax.  I suspect, although I have no evidence to back this up, that this is done during a period of time when the corporation or business is failing or has been sold.  With that in mind, all I really wanted to do is explain to you what I attempted to do.  I would certainly enjoy support.  If not, thank you very much for your time.

	The Chair ordered a division on the motion to accept the Majority "Ought Not to Pass" Report.

	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from South Portland, Representative Morgan.

	Representative MORGAN� XE "MORGAN:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House.  I would like to point out that under this “Ought Not to Pass,” I do favor the “Ought Not to Pass.”  Under Title 36, Section 1764, there is an exemption in the law or the owner of the majority stock of the S corporation.  This bill here would allow an S corporation, now I will get back to the fact, that it is a single majority stockholder and we use the word single, and when we start talking subchapter S corporations, now I believe the government now allows around 70 people to tie into a subchapter S corporation.  This would be affecting 70 people.  Now it is only singular or only one.  I recommend “Ought Not to Pass.”

	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Portland, Representative Rowe.

	Representative ROWE� XE "ROWE:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I just want to add to what Representative Morgan has said.  The information that we got from the Bureau of Taxation is that under current law, if you are a corporation, the majority shareholder there can be a casual sale of the vehicle to the corporation and there is no sales tax.  They would apply that to an S corporation, too.  Under current law the majority shareholder of an S corporation could sell a vehicle to the S corporation and there is no sales tax on that transfer.  This bill would basically allow, not only the majority shareholder, but all shareholders in an S corporation to transfer vehicles to the corporation and there would be no tax on that and to receive transfers of vehicles from the corporations so that the bill before you would go two ways.  I agree, the bill is not good tax policy.  I believe that current law is adequate.  It allows a majority shareholder of an S corporation to transfer vehicles to the corporation and to receive an exemption as far as the sales tax is concerned.  As you know an S corporation, there is a multitude of shareholders and whether you own one share or many shares, you would be able to transfer a vehicle and not pay sales tax and receive a vehicle.  I just don’t see the complete logic in that.  I believe the current law is adequate.  It doesn’t treat S corps. any different than C corps. and for that reason I would encourage you to vote with the Majority “Ought Not to Pass” Report.  Thank you.

	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Norway, Representative Winsor.

	Representative WINSOR� XE "WINSOR:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Men and Women of the House.  I am glad to hear that people have confirmed the idea that you can transfer property from your personal account into your corporation, but not the other way around.  Somehow, that seems to me to be unfair, but I just want to be absolutely clear.  The Minority Report, should you reject this motion and go on to the Minority Report, I believe, does talk to the majority stockholder only, not to 70 or however many stockholders might be in the corporation.  I just wanted to clarify that.  Thank you very much

	The SPEAKER:  A division has been requested.  The pending question before the House is acceptance of the Majority "Ought Not to Pass" Report.  All those in favor will vote yes, those opposed will vote no.
