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§1064.  Establishment located at fairgrounds
Establishments located on fairgrounds operated by agricultural societies or where pari-mutuel 

racing is conducted, which otherwise meet the definition of a hotel or a restaurant, shall be considered 
to be a hotel or restaurant for purposes of this Title, even if an admission charge must be paid to gain 
entrance to the fairgrounds or racing grounds.  [RR 2009, c. 2, §78 (COR).]
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
