§203. INCARCERATION OF EMPLOYEE

1. Compensation whileincar cerated. Compensation for incapacity under section 212 or 213 or under
any prior workers' compensation laws may not be paid to any person during any period of incarceration
imposed in this State or any other jurisdiction after conviction of a criminal offense, except in relation to
compensable injuries suffered during incarceration and while the prisoner is:

F. A prisoner in acounty jail under final sentence of 72 hours or less and is assigned to work outside of a
county jail; or [ 2009, c.

G. Employed while in acommunity confinement monitoring program pursuant to Title 30-A, section
1659-A. [ 2009, c. 529, 85 (NEW.]
