County Jail Operations Fund.  The County Jail Operations Fund is established to provide funding for county jails and the regional jail.  State Prior to July 1, 2025, state funding must be appropriated annually for the fund in the amount of $20,342,104 plus any additional amount the Legislature may appropriate.  Beginning July 1, 2025 and prior to July 1, 2026, state funding must be appropriated annually for the fund in the amount of $25,445,838 plus any additional amount the Legislature may appropriate.  Beginning July 1, 2026, state funding must be appropriated annually for the fund in an amount equal to 20% of the total General Fund appropriation to the department for the costs of all correctional facilities under the department plus any additional amount the Legislature may appropriate.  The department shall administer the fund and shall distribute funds to the jails in accordance with this section for the purposes set forth in subsections 3 and 4 and in accordance with the distribution formula set forth in subsection 9.
