Required coverage.  A carrier shall provide coverage for prosthetic devices in all health plans that, at a minimum, equals, except as provided in subsection 8, the coverage and payment for prosthetic devices provided under federal laws and regulations for the aged and disabled pursuant to 42 United States Code, Sections 1395k, 1395l and 1395m and 42 Code of Federal Regulations, Sections 414.202, 414.210, 414.228 and 410.100.  Covered benefits must be provided for a prosthetic device determined by the enrollee's provider, in accordance with section 4301‑A, subsection 10‑A, to be the most appropriate model that adequately meets the medical and recreational needs of the enrollee.
