This prohibition applies to law enforcement officers and any employee of the State or a political subdivision of the State.

A political subdivision that violates the prohibition against the use or support of no-knock warrants is subject to a loss of state funding for the entire fiscal year in which the political subdivision is determined to have intentionally committed the violation.
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
