Rules relating to energy efficiency programs.  The Efficiency Maine Trust and the Maine State Housing Authority shall amend their rules as necessary to more fully address the needs of low‑income individuals relating to energy efficiency programs, including, but not limited to, by amending their rules to remove the term "low‑income" from home energy assistance program materials, add cooling pumps to references to heating pumps and authorize mobile homes built after 1976 to qualify for weatherization assistance programs. The Efficiency Maine Trust and the Maine State Housing Authority shall consult each other and the Maine Climate Council in the adoption of rules pursuant to this section. The Efficiency Maine Trust and the Maine State Housing Authority shall jointly submit a report to the Joint Standing Committee on Energy, Utilities and Technology no later than December 6, 2023 with recommendations, including suggested legislation, for any statutory changes needed to implement this section.
