The Attorney General is required to provide notice to the panel if the investigation and findings are not complete within 180 days and provide a summary of the investigation up to the date of the notice, identify the reason for the delay and provide an anticipated conclusion date for the investigation and findings, which may not exceed 270 days from receiving notice of the use of deadly force.  The bill also excludes from the definition of "intelligence and investigative record information", which is confidential under the law, a video recording of the use of force by a law enforcement officer.
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
