It requires the department to adopt rules to implement the requirements of the law including a requirement that sludge and sludge-derived compost intended for land application or distribution be tested at least annually.  The bill also requires the department to amend Appendix A in Department of Environmental Protection rule Chapter 418: Maine Solid Waste Management Rules: Beneficial Use of Solid Wastes to update and establish screening levels for beneficial use for perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl substances.
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
