The state of emergency may be renewed for up to 30 days at a time, and the renewal process may be repeated indefinitely.  If the Legislature is out of session at the time the request is issued by the Governor, the Governor must give at least 3 days' notice to the Legislature for the Legislature to convene to consider the request.  If the state of emergency is terminated for any reason, the Governor may not declare another state of emergency for the same emergency or set of circumstances underlying the first state of emergency. The Governor's powers as Commander in Chief of the military forces of the State are not affected by this bill. The bill authorizes the Legislature to terminate any specific emergency order by the Governor by a 2/3 vote in each House of the Legislature. This bill also allows the Legislature during a state of emergency to vote on a proclamation or executive order made during that emergency remotely by electronic or other means.
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
