The department shall submit a report annually to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters on the activities of and reports produced by the child welfare advisory panel formed pursuant to the federal Children's Justice Act, 42 United States Code, Section 5106a to make policy and training recommendations for system improvements in the investigative, administrative and judicial handling of child abuse, neglect and exploitation cases and child maltreatment-related fatalities.

Each quarterly report must address the progress in implementing the recommendations of the report, "Collaborative Safety Review, Maine Office of Child and Family Services, Summary and Recommendations," completed for the department in October 2021, responses to recommendations from the child welfare advisory panel formed pursuant to section 4010-D and progress in efforts described in the department's annual report on child welfare under section 4010‑D, subsection 1. The report must address, at minimum, the following:

It also required the Department of Health and Human Services, Office of Child and Family Services to submit quarterly reports to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters regarding progress in implementing the recommendations of the Casey Family Programs and Collaborative Safety report completed for the department in October 2021, responses to recommendations from the child welfare advisory panel established pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 4010-D and progress in efforts described in the department's annual report on child welfare. The reports are required until June 30, 2024; this bill makes the reporting requirements permanent.
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
