The working group must be administered by the program and must include, but is not limited to, individuals and representatives of organizations with building and engineering expertise.  On or before December 31, 2025, the program must submit a report, including the findings and recommendations of the working group, as well as any proposed legislation, to the Joint Standing Committee on Housing and Economic Development.  After reviewing the report, the committee may report out legislation related to the report to the Second Regular Session of the 132nd Legislature.
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
