The City of Bath is authorized to enter into contracts and to issue bonds or notes of the city in an amount not to exceed $13,500,000 to finance the construction and equipping of a new fire station, all as set forth in the bond ordinance the voters of the City of Bath voted to adopt on November 8, 2022 of the warrant and ballot for the referendum.
