The amendment directs the Department of Corrections to convene a task force to study methods for diverting youths safely from formal judicial processing and to recommend improvements to community supervision practices. By January 1, 2028, the department must submit a report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over criminal justice and public safety matters. The joint standing committee may report out legislation based on the report to the Second Regular Session of the 133rd Legislature.
