The amendment directs the Department of Public Safety, Office of the State Fire Marshal to convene a working group of stakeholders to study allowing the office to authorize municipal fire departments with trained personnel to conduct fire sprinkler system plan reviews. The office is required to submit a report by December 3, 2025 to the Joint Standing Committee on Criminal Justice and Public Safety and the Joint Standing Committee on Housing and Economic Development. The Joint Standing Committee on Criminal Justice and Public Safety may submit legislation based on the report to the Second Regular Session of the 132nd Legislature.
