Except as provided in subsection 5, a person prohibited pursuant to section 393, subsection 1, paragraph A-1 or C or the federal Gun Control Act of 1968, 18 United States Code, Section 922(g)(1) from owning, possessing or having under the person's control a firearm as the result of a criminal conviction or adjudication by a court in this State becomes eligible 10 years after the date of final discharge from any sentence imposed as a result of the conviction or adjudication to apply for a restoration of the person's civil rights in accordance with subsection 3.  To be eligible for a restoration of civil rights under subsection 3, a person must satisfy the following conditions:

A person meeting the eligibility requirements of subsection 2 may petition the District Court in the district where the person resides to restore the person's right to own, possess or have under that person's control a firearm pursuant to this section.  The court may restore a petitioner's firearms rights after a hearing in court if the court determines that the petitioner meets the criteria set out in this section and is not otherwise disqualified to have that right restored.

The clerk of the court shall provide notice of the hearing to the district attorney in the district in which the petition is filed at least 4 weeks before the hearing on the matter.  The petitioner bears the burden of establishing by a preponderance of the evidence that the petitioner is qualified to receive the restoration under subsection 2.

Restoration of civil rights under this section is within the meaning of civil rights restored under the federal Firearms Owners' Protection Act, 18 United States Code, Section 921(a)(20).
