The amendment requires every law enforcement agency to adopt a written policy requiring that service of every temporary, emergency or interim protection from abuse order be attempted within 48 hours after the agency receives notice of that order from the court. Unlike the bill, it also clarifies that failure of the law enforcement agency to attempt service within 48 hours does not affect the validity of the service or the order.
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
