No later than January 1, 2024, the department shall establish a program to prevent and respond to the commercial sexual exploitation of children in the State, referred to in this section as "the program."  The program shall support the child advocacy centers established pursuant to section 4019 and community-based agencies in efforts to respond to suspected child sexual abuse and commercial sexual exploitation of children, connect children and families to resources and prevent commercial sexual exploitation of children.  For the purposes of this section, "commercial sexual exploitation of children" means any activity involving the sexual abuse or exploitation of a child for the financial benefit of any person or in exchange for anything of monetary or nonmonetary value given or received by any person.

No later than November 1, 2023, the department shall establish an advisory committee to oversee the program established in subsection 1.  The committee shall make recommendations on the design of the program, programming for the intervention and prevention of commercial sexual exploitation of children and program evaluation strategies.  The advisory committee shall include representatives of the department, child advocacy centers, community-based agencies with expertise working with commercially exploited children and a statewide coalition of sexual assault centers.

The department shall develop a 3-year plan to develop a coordinated, child-centered approach to addressing suspected sexual abuse and commercial sexual exploitation of children, reducing trauma and connecting children and their families more rapidly and effectively with services to begin healing and preventing further harm that will inform the program established in subsection 1.  No later than March 1, 2024, the department shall submit a report regarding the 3-year plan to the Joint Standing Committee on Health and Human Services.

Beginning January 2, 2026 and every 2 years thereafter, the department shall submit a report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters with progress in implementing the 3-year plan established in subsection 3, modifications to the plan including any expanded services and programming and the activities of the program established in this section.

The Department of Health and Human Services shall ensure that agencies receiving funding from the department to implement the program established in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 4020 shall maintain the following positions for the duration of the funding period:

[bookmark: _PAR__8_78afd6f6_1843_412e_a060_47b531df]This amendment replaces the bill, which is a concept draft, and changes the title.  It requires the Department of Health and Human Services to establish a program to prevent and respond to the commercial sexual exploitation of children in this State, through funding to support child advocacy centers and community-based agencies in their efforts to respond to suspected child sexual abuse and commercial sexual exploitation of children, connect children and families to resources and prevent commercial sexual exploitation of children.  It requires the department to establish an advisory committee to oversee programming.  It requires the department to develop a 3-year plan and to submit a report regarding the plan to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters.  The department is required to provide biennial reports beginning January 2, 2026.  It establishes a position within the Department of Health and Human Services to develop and staff the program.  The community-based agencies funded must establish 2 coordinator positions in the child advocacy centers, 3 high-risk case managers from community-based agencies and a half-time coordinator from the statewide coalition of children's advocacy centers.  It includes an appropriations and allocations section to support the positions and the programming.
