The rule must be amended to remove certain references to critical violations and administrative fines.  The rule must make clarifications to immunization records for providers and staff and must update the child care immunization standards to those published in 2021.  The rule must be amended to replace the requirement for both hot and cold water in toilet facilities with a requirement for only running water, make training on transportation of children biennial and require providers to enroll in the Quality Rating and Improvement System within the Office of Child and Family Services.
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
