The amendment provides that the board of trustees and the district school committee must create joint bylaws in the event of issues related to overlapping responsibilities.  The amendment also removes a section of the bill that requires the board of trustees to initiate a district meeting on a general obligation capital bond issue of $250,000 or greater and that removes the requirement for the board to initiate either a referendum or a district meeting on a general obligation bond issue of less than $250,000.
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
