The department is required to establish a transitional housing pilot program in southern Maine for adult clients.  The Department of Corrections is required to submit an interim report no later than January 1, 2026 and a final report no later than January 1, 2027 to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over criminal justice and public safety matters.
