Resolved: That all appointments must be made no later than 30 days following the effective date of this resolve. After appointment of all members, the chairs shall call and convene the first meeting of the commission. If 30 days or more after the effective date of this resolve a majority of but not all appointments have been made, the chairs may request authority and the Legislative Council may grant authority for the commission to meet and conduct its business.

[bookmark: _PAR__8_2279bb38_ec78_4750_b023_7a1aa825]This amendment replaces the bill, which is a concept draft, with a resolve. The amendment creates the Commission to Study Options for Public Financing of Transmission and Distribution Infrastructure, Generation Projects and Energy Storage Projects. The commission is charged with examining various aspects of public financing of energy projects, including approaches to public financing used by other states. By December 2, 2026, the commission must submit a report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over energy matters that includes study findings and recommendations for public financing of transmission and distribution infrastructure, generation projects and energy storage projects. The committee may report out legislation related to the report to the 133rd Legislature in 2027.
