The amendment repeals a section of law that requires crisis intervention services in 4 counties and replaces it with a requirement for crisis intervention support services to be made available by the Department of Health and Human Services in all 16 counties in the State.  It requires that a community-based telephone crisis intervention hotline be provided by crisis intervention support services.  The hotline must coordinate with the national 9-8-8 suicide and crisis lifeline.
