The joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health data reporting and prescription drug matters may report out legislation based on the report to the first regular or second regular session of the Legislature, depending on the year in which the report is submitted.'

Beginning January 1, 2023, the amendment requires the Maine Health Data Organization to annually report on the 100 most costly prescription drugs and the 100 most frequently prescribed prescription drugs in the State determined based on the payments reported in the organization's claims database for the most current 12-month period and determine the potential savings that could be achieved by subjecting those drugs to a referenced rate. The referenced rate must be calculated as the lowest cost from official publications of certain Canadian provincial government agencies and the wholesale acquisition cost.
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
