Like the bill, the amendment requires health insurance carriers and their pharmacy benefits managers to include cost-sharing amounts paid on behalf of an insured when calculating the insured's contribution to any out-of-pocket maximum, deductible or copayment when a drug does not have a generic equivalent or was obtained through prior authorization, a step therapy override exception or an exception or appeal process.

The amendment also adds language providing an exception when application of the requirements to a person who has a health savings account would result in ineligibility for that health savings account under federal law except for items or services that are determined to be preventive care.
