The training must be developed and provided within existing resources. For the purposes of this paragraph, "protected person" has the same meaning as in Title 17-A, section 1111-B, subsection 1, paragraph B.

The amendment requires that, no later than January 1, 2028, the Board of Trustees of the Maine Criminal Justice Academy include in the academy's basic law enforcement training program a block of instruction for law enforcement officers on appropriate procedures for responding to a call for assistance for a suspected drug-related overdose. The training must include information regarding identifying symptoms of a drug-related overdose and a protected person's immunity from arrest for a violation of law pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 17-A, section 1111-B. The training must be developed and provided within existing resources and through collaboration between a statewide advocacy organization specializing in substance use disorder and a tier 1 distributor of naloxone hydrochloride under the Maine naloxone distribution initiative or successor organization.
