The stakeholder group must also examine whether there are any existing activities related to marijuana or cannabis that should be made criminal. The stakeholder group must include, at a minimum, representatives from the Maine Prosecutors Association and the Department of Public Safety, Maine Drug Enforcement Agency. The office of cannabis policy is required to submit a report outlining the stakeholder group's findings and recommendations, including any recommended legislation, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over criminal justice and public safety matters by January 15, 2025. The committee may report out legislation related to the report to the 132nd Legislature in 2025.
